ALTAR GUILD: Prepares the altar area for worship.

BEAR CREEK CAMP: Check out www.bearcreekcamp.org.

MUSIC PROGRAM: Vocal choirs, handbell choirs, and instrumentalists help lead worship.
CHRISTIAN EDUCATION COMMITTEE: Plans Sunday School and Vacation Bible School.
CONGREGATION COUNCIL: Makes and implements policy for the congregation.

DAY CARE COMMITTEE: Provides liaison between St. Paul’s and Growing Tree Day Care.
EVANGELISM COMMITTEE: Encourages all members to be active in outreach and invitation.
